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Preamble

These Terms and Conditions apply to events held on land owned and controlled by Bristol City Council where:

a) the number of people attending in any capacity is expected be under 100; or

b) persons attending do so on payment of a sum of money or some other consideration; or

c) The Organiser intends to sub-licence or actually does sub-licence a part of the Site to any other person.

1.0
Site Preparation
1.1
Unless agreed in writing by the Council, the organiser shall not have access to the Site prior to the Licence Period.

1.2 Unless agreed in writing by the Council, the Organiser shall remove from the Site all structures, barriers and advertising materials and any other items used in the production of the Event before the end of the Licence Period.

1.3 Unless agreed in writing by the Council, the Organiser shall not apply to any ground surface within the Site any permanent or semi-permanent markings.

1.4 The Council may require the Organiser to submit full details of the layout of the Site prior to the Event showing such detail as the Council requires and the Organiser shall incorporate at the Organiser’s expense such alterations and amendments to the layout as the Council so determines.

1.5 No flags, emblems or other decorations shall be displayed outside any part of the Site without the previous written consent of the Council.

1.6 No additional lights or extensions from existing electric light fittings shall be used without the previous consent of the Council.

1.7 The Organiser shall take care not to cause any damage nor permit or suffer any damage to the Site or to any part or parts of any fittings, equipment or other property. The organiser shall pay for any damage, including accidental damage caused by any act or omission, caused by any person resorting to the Site by reason of the use of the Site by the Organiser.

1.8 A Schedule of Condition of the Site before the Event takes place shall be agreed between the Council and the Organiser and signed proper to the commencement of the Licence and shall be used to determine the Organiser’s liability for the reinstatement of the Site under Clause 1.7.

1.9 The Site shall be maintained and left by the Organiser in a clean and tidy state to the Council’s entire satisfaction. Any costs for cleansing of the Site necessitated by the use of the Site by the Organiser will be charged to the Organiser and may be recovered as a debt.

1.10 No bolts, nails, tacks, screws, stakes, etc. shall be driven into any part of the Site nor shall any placards or other articles be fixed thereto without the previous consent of the Council.

1.11 All furniture, apparatus or appliances brought or sent to the Site by the Organiser shall be unloaded, placed in position and removed by persons employed by the Organiser at such times as are agreed by the Council, having regard to all the engagements at the Site. No decorations or additions to any part of the Site shall be made without the previous consent of the Council.

1.12 If any goods are uncollected or remain on the Site at the end of the Licence period, the Council reserves the right at the expense of the Organiser to remove them and deliver them to the Organiser who shall be responsible for their return to the owners or to take such other action as the Organiser deems appropriate and the Council shall not be responsible in any way whatsoever for the goods after they have been returned to the Organiser.

1.13 Marquees and tents over 16 feet in height shall not be permitted on the Site, except at weekends and Bank Holidays.

1.14 Any structures permitted by the Council shall not be erected for a period exceeding 10 consecutive days.

1.15 No structures permitted by the Council shall be located within any exclusion zones on the Site.

1.16 The Council shall require the Organiser to allocate space up to 30sq metres at the Event at a location of the Council’s choosing and at no cost to the Council, for the purposes of a mobile promotional unit and/or a unit to accommodate Council Staff.

2.0    Advertising
2.1
The Organiser shall not advertise the Event, nor make any public announcement about the Event, until the Licence has been duly signed by the Council and the Organiser.

2.2 The Council reserves the right to require the Organiser to withdraw or remove any advertising material, hoarding or any other promotional material or for the Council to withdraw or remove itself any such material which it deems to be offensive or inconsistent with the Council’s policies.

2.3 The Council may erect banners or other such material as it so decides at the Event indicating its support for the Event and to distribute promotional material advertising services provided by the Council.

2.4 No advertising material, hoardings or other promotional material promoting financial services shall be displayed or distributed at the Event.

3.0
Assignment
3.1 The Organiser shall not assign the benefits of the Licence to any other person or organisation, nor shall the Organiser sub-licence any part of the Site, without the prior written consent of the Council. If the Council gives its consents to the Organiser to sub-licence any part of the Site to other persons, the Organiser shall be personally responsible for the conduct of such persons and for ensuring that they fully comply in all respects with these Terms and Conditions, and failure to do so shall render the Licence null and void.

4.0
Payment of Fees

4.1 The Organiser shall be personally liable for the payment of the fees stated in the Licence.

5.0 Equality

5.1
The Council is committed to promoting equality of access to all services it directly provides or facilitates through its hire of land to others. The Organiser shall conform to the principles contained in the Council’s Equalities Policy. The Organiser shall ensure that nothing the Organiser or the Organiser’s servants or agents or any sub-organiser or sub-organiser’s servants or agents does:

a) has the effect; or

b) is intended to have the effect; or

c) is likely to have the effect,

of harassing, intimidating or causing the use of violence against any person who attends or wishes to attend the Event or discriminating either directly or indirectly against any person who attends or may wish to attend the Event, on the grounds of race, religion, gender, sexual orientation, disability or age.

5.2 No publicity material, decoration or emblems depicting discriminatory or intimidatory material as determined at the sole discretion of the Council shall be erected at the Event.

5.3 The Organiser shall provide toilet facilities dedicated for the use of Disabled people. A suitable number (to be determined by the Council) of clearly identifiable units placed on an area of hardstanding in close proximity to the Event and capable of being used by people in wheelchairs shall be provided. Advice should be sought from the Council in advance of the Event by the Organiser to ensure compliance with this Clause 5.3.

6.0 Licenses and Consents

6.1
The Organiser shall be responsible for submitting applications for such licences and consents (e.g. Public Entertainment Licences, Street Trading Consents etc) from the appropriate authorities as may be necessary for the Event. Where an application for a licence or consent is refused or has not been determined by the date of the Event either party shall have the option to determine the Licence and the Council shall not be liable for any consequential loss suffered by the Organiser.

6.2 The Organiser shall indemnify the Council against any claims for bodily injury, illness, disease, loss of or physical damage to property in respect of any breach or non-observance of any statutory obligation by the Organiser.

6.3 The Organiser shall, if applicable, apply for Occasional Public Entertainment Licences no less than 2 months in advance of the date of the Event to the relevant licensing authority complying with statutory timescales (including the placement of public notices) and abide by all conditions recommended by the Police, the Licensing Authority, the County of Avon Fire Service and the NHS County Ambulance Service HQ. 

6.4 The Organiser may not grant broadcast (sound or television) or filming rights without the prior written consent of the Council. If such consent is given, the Council reserves the right to take part in any negotiations, to be a party to the conditions of any agreement and to take all or a share in any income or publicity benefits derived therefrom.

7.0 Restriction on Numbers

7.1
The Organiser shall limit the number of people attending the Event to 100 approximately.

8.0 Site Control

8.1
During the Licence Period the Organiser shall be responsible for: - 



a)   The efficient supervision and effective control of the site, the orderly and safe admission and departure of 

      persons to and from the Site and for setting place procedures of good order and decency therein.

b) Safety within the Site and the preservation of good order and decency therein.


c)   Ensuring all entrances to and exits from the Site are kept unfastened, unobstructed and immediately available   
      for use during the whole time the Site is in use and ensuring no obstruction is placed or allowed to remain in       
      any 
entrances to or exits from the Site.

8.2
The Organiser shall provide such number of suitably skilled attendants and stewards as may in the opinion of the Council be necessary to adequately control the Event. All such attendants and stewards shall wear clearly distinguishing dress which allows persons attending the Event to easily identify them.

8.3 The Organiser shall consult with Avon and Somerset Police, Avon Fire Service and the Avon Ambulance Service H.Q. prior to the Event and thereafter comply with such advice as is provided in respect of levels of policing, the precautions necessary to prevent fires, levels of paramedic or first aid support and measures suggested to maintain public order and promote the interests of public safety at the Event. The Organiser shall bear all costs arising from compliance with such advice. 

8.4 The Organiser shall observe and ensure any sub-organiser permitted to trade or provide services at the event adheres to the Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974 and all subsidiary Acts and Regulations applicable to the safety of themselves, their employees, other persons at work and members of the public.

8.5 Liquified Petroleum Gas (L.P.G) shall be used, stored and handled in a safe manner in accordance with guidance from suppliers and to the satisfaction of  the Public Health and Safety Team of the Council’s Neighbourhood and Housing Services Directorate.  

8.6 Ticket sales at any entrance to the Site are not permitted without the prior written consent of the Council.

8.7 The selling of any goods at the Event is strictly prohibited.

8.8  The Organiser shall not permit within the Site any form of illegal gambling or the taking or placing bets.

8.9 If the Organiser fails to observe and perform any one or more of the stipulations contained in this Clause 8 the 


Council may:-

a)  Charge to and recover from the Organiser any expense incurred by the Council in engaging such persons as it so determines to secure such observances and performance.

b)  Cancel any other engagements at the Site that the Organiser may have made without incurring any liability to the Organiser whatsoever.

9.0 Noise Control

9.1
The Event shall be subject to such noise limits as the Council so stipulates having given consideration to the location of the Event and the Organiser shall not exceed such limits. Irrespective of noise limits determined in advance of the Event, if an authorised officer of the Council determines that the noise emanating from the Event constitutes a nuisance, the Organiser shall adhere to all instructions issued by such officer to reduce noise levels. Not withstanding this, the Organiser shall not play or permit to be played amplified music of any description after 10.00pm.

10.0 Council’s Liability

10.1 
Unless a formal arrangement has been concluded prior to the Event for the Council to provide such services, the 
Council shall not accept any responsibility for the sale or collection of tickets, the receipt of entrance money, or the 
taking of cheques or passes.

10.2 The Council shall not be liable for any damage or theft or loss of any property, goods or articles whatsoever placed, deposited, brought into or left upon the Site either by the Organiser or by any other person.

10.3 The Council shall not be liable for any loss due to any breakdown of machinery, failure of any public utility, fire, Government restriction or Act of God which may cause the Site to be temporarily closed or the event to be interrupted or cancelled.

10.4 The Council shall not be liable for any injury, damage or loss caused to the Organiser, other than personal injury or death caused to the Organiser’s servants, agents or visitors due to the negligence of the Council or its employees.

11.0 Motor Vehicles

11.1   Except where specifically agreed by the Council motor vehicles shall not be permitted on the Site.

11.2 The Council shall be entitled to remove without notice to the owner, any vehicle from the Site after the end of the      Licence Period without incurring any liability for any loss or damage to the said vehicle or its contents.

11.3 Vehicles essential to the Event (e.g. generators, specially adapted trailers, etc) are deemed to be the responsibility of the Organiser. Any damage to the Site arising from the presence of such vehicles will be chargeable to the Organiser.

11.4 The Council will issue to certain of its Officers vehicular passes which entitles the vehicle to which each is attached, together with its passengers, free and unrestricted access to all areas of the Site and the Organiser shall ensure that all stewards and attendants employed at the Event facilitate such access.

12.0 Temporary Structures

12.1
The Organiser shall, if temporary structures are to be erected, consult with Avon Fire Service in respect of their ‘Guide to Fire Safety Provisions for Outdoor Events Technical Specification’, and consult and adhere to the ‘National Outdoor Events Association Code of Practice for Outdoor Events’ and The Institute of Structural Engineers guidance ‘Temporary and demountable structures’. 

13.0 Alcohol  and Food Sales

13.1
The Organiser shall not permit the sale  of alcohol or Food .

14.0 Bylaws

16.1
The Organiser shall comply with all byelaws relating to the Site which can be inspected at the Council House.

15.0 Sub-Organisers

15.1 The Council retains the right to refuse the Organiser permission to engage certain sub-organisers if it so wishes and is under no obligation to disclose its reasons for this action.

15.2 The Organiser’s responsibilities are not discharged by the actions of any sub-organiser.

16.0 Bonds

The Council reserves the right to require the Organiser to deposit a Bond to a value determined by the Council in advance of the Licence Period and the Bond will be returned to the Organiser subject to such deductions as are due under the Licence within 28 days of the end of the Licence Period.

17.0 Toilets, Waste and Litter Control
18.0 The Organiser shall make adequate provision for the collection and disposal of all waste generated on the Site during the Licence Period.

19.0 Safety

21.1
Any temporary electrical installation on the Site shall be provided by a competent person and must comply with the 
Electricity at Work Regulations 1989 and in particular: -

a) All hand held equipment shall be protected by 30mA Residual Current Devices.

b) All generators shall be earthed in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions and guarded so as to prevent access by children.

c) All cables shall be inspected by a competent person and an Electrical Certificate provided in the form prescribed by the Institute of Electrical Engineers Wiring Regulations prior to the commencement of the Event.

21.2 The Organiser shall report all accidents and incidents occurring at the Event (including incidents of harassment and disorder) to the Council as soon as possible.

21.3 The Organiser shall make adequate provision for extinguishing minor fires occurring during the Event.

21.4 The Organiser shall appoint an Event Safety Co-ordinator who will be responsible for the planning and co-ordination of the various activities of the Event. The Event Safety Co-ordinator shall have ultimate authority over all sub-organisers and contracts throughout the preparation stages and the Event itself in regard to matters of health and safety.

20.0 Bouncy Castles 

22.1
The Organiser shall follow the guidance notes issued by the Council for ‘bouncy castles’, trampolines or similar 
equipment at the Event. The Organiser shall ensure that all necessary safety equipment is provided, the activity is 
properly supervised and controlled by suitably experienced and qualified personnel and that the equipment is 
safely installed and used in strict accordance with the manufacturer’s specification and used within its design 
capabilities.

Fly Posting

23.1
The Organiser shall not erect or permit to be erected any sign or poster advertising the Event on any public land 
including highways or on any street furniture including lamp posts, benches, litter bins, road signs or any 
privately owned building abutting a public highway without the express written consent of the Council or relevant 
highway authority. The Organiser shall be liable for all cost including the costs of removal, overheads, damage and 
reinstatement, incurred by the Council in itself removing unauthorised signs or posters erected contrary to the 
requirements of this clause, which shall be payable prior to the commencement of the Licence Period, failing 
which the Licence shall be terminated forthwith.
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
