CAN YOU APPLY FOR A PARK PERMIT?

Are you planning a not-for-profit community event based outside the city centre?  Use this checklist to see whether your event is eligible for a Park Permit.


Does your event involve: erecting a marquee, selling prepared or cooked food, fun fair rides (including inflatables), or generators?





Is the event aimed specifically at young children or vulnerable adults?





Do you expect more than 200 people to attend at any one time (including public, staff and performers)





Will you expect most people to arrive by car?





Does your event involve the sale or supply of alcohol through a bar or local pub?





Are you seeking to use more than one site for this event?





Will your event be advertised outside the local area, or is it a commercial event?





Is your event commercially driven, or a marketing or promotional activity to raise awareness of a company, service, brand or product?





Will you be leaving equipment overnight in the park?
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If you answered YES to any of the above questions, you will need to apply for an Event Site License.  Please find out more about the Event Site License by visiting www.bristol.gov.uk/cultureandleisure/events. 





If you answered NO to all of the above questions, your event may be eligible for a park permit.  The Permit will cost £30 and may include Public Liability Insurance for your event.
