River restoration - Malago and Pigeon House stream

Bristol Avon Rivers Trust (BART) is currently in the process of preparing to
deliver river restoration works along the River Malago in Manor Woods Valley
and the Pigeon House Stream in Crox Bottom this winter.

Following recent walkover surveys of the watercourses carried out by BART, the
restoration works will involve watercourse coppicing to allow more sunlight
into the rivers. An increase in light will encourage the growth of aquatic and
riverside plants, which are vital for supporting healthy populations of
invertebrates and fish.

In addition, BART plans to install strategically placed
woody debris in the streams. Natural material helps to
diversify river habitats, creating shelter for wildlife and
promoting more dynamic water flow. It also plays an
important role in natural flood management by slowing
down and retaining water during heavy rainfall.

The team at BART has been working closely with the
Friends of Manor Woods Valley to ensure the works are
delivered effectively.
