Conditions

1. Full details of the structure  under or adjacent to the Highway, including the footway, to be submitted to the Council, together with calculations or other details to demonstrate adequate strength and where appropriate adequate support to the highway.   Live loading on highway, including footway, for design shall be in accordance with DTp technical Memorandum BD37/01, or as otherwise agreed with the Council.   Retaining walls adjacent to the highway to be designed to BS 8002 unless agreed otherwise.   It is recommended that any queries should be raised with the Council before submission and final design. 

2. Large structures providing support to the highway shall follow the procedure given in DTp Design Manual BD2/02 ‘Technical Approval of Highways Structures. 

3. In addition to submission of calculations, a design certificate is required, unless agreed otherwise.  (Proforma available if required.)

4. The applicant shall be responsible for ensuring the checking of all services in the vicinity prior to construction and shall comply with Statutory Undertakers requirements.

5. Undersailing works should be at least 1.0m below footway level, unless agreed otherwise.

6. For retaining walls supporting private land adjacent to the highway, Section 167 approval is only required if the wall is within 3.6m of highway boundary and retains a height of at least 1.4m.

7. At least 1 weeks advance notice of construction commencement to be given to the Council.

8. A separate consent may be required for the temporary works to maintain support to the highway and ensure safety of highway users.

9. Other conditions may be imposed by the Council to suit the particular site and structure.

10. In relation to the highway, this procedure is in lieu of procedures that may be required by the Party wall Act.
