Relevant Body:

A voluntary body is a body that is not a public or local authority, the activities of which are not carried on for profit. It can generate a surplus provided it is used for the purposes of its activities or invested in the community.   A community body is a body which is not a public or local authority, the activities of which are primarily for the benefit of the community. 

The definitions of voluntary and community body are intended to cover a wide range of civil society organisations. They reflect the required characteristics of such bodies rather than referring to types of organisational structure. This allows for flexibility to accommodate future forms of civil society organisation. 

The Government expects the definition of voluntary and community body to include but not be limited to the following types of organisation: 

· Community benefit societies (a type of industrial and provident society); 

· Co-operatives whose activities are primarily for the benefit of the community (another type of industrial and provident society);  

· Community interest companies; 

· Charitable incorporated organisations; and 

· Other incorporated forms of body such as companies limited by guarantee or shares where the company’s Memorandum and/or Articles of Association state that the company’s objects are in the interest of the community, rather than to make a profit for shareholders. 

Financial information  (this financial information is based on BCC’s current Baseline Standards)
The organisation will have appropriately audited annual accounts.  The format of the accounts will depend on the level of income of the organisation. Groups whose annual income is more than £250,000 will be expected to provide fully audited accounts; otherwise an independently verified Balance Sheet will be required. 

Example evidence : 
· Most recent annual financial report showing income, expenditure, assets and liabilities 

· Projected budget for organisation’s income and expenditure in current/ next financial year 

· 3 most recent bank statements showing the organisation’s current financial position
