MINOR SECTION 278 AGREEMENT APPLICATION FORM

INTRODUCTION
To work on the Highway, you must enter into a Highway Works Agreement (‘the Agreement’) with Bristol City Council (‘the Council’), under Section 278 of the Highways Act 1980. 
To enter into an Agreement, please complete all the blank sections of this application form and return it along with a: i) site location plan; ii) highway works general arrangement plan; iii) decision notice and iv) Land Registry Plan to TransportDM@bristol.gov.uk
Please note that this application form is not the Agreement and all highway works are at the complete discretion of the Council.
Skip, footway/pavement closure, scaffolding & hoarding licences and bus stop suspensions will not be processed until you have a signed Section 278 Agreement. 
You are not permitted to commence works on the highway prior to the Section 278 Agreement being signed, fees and bond received, and Technical Approval has subsequently been given. 
We may take enforcement action against you for any works undertaken without full approval.

CONDITIONS
A Minor Highway Works Agreement will only be considered where all of the following criteria are met:
· The value of the highway works is £29,999 or less.
· Applicants can and will offer a cash deposit to secure the cost of the highway works.
· All works including visibility splays are within the existing highway and there is no need to adopt or secure a covenant over third party land.
· The highway works do not involve structures or other items subject to commuted sum payments.
· There is no requirement for any easement for maintenance access.
· There are no other matters that would in the opinion of the Council prevent the highway works being secured by an Agreement.


GENERAL NOTES
· The Agreement shall only be entered into with the Person or Company making the application.
· The Agreement is non transferrable. The terms of the Agreement are fixed, and no amendments will be accepted to the terms of the Agreement other than where there has been an obvious mistake (such as incorrect plan number or address). The purpose behind the Agreement is to reduce the administrative burden on both developers and the Highway Authority in circumstances where the Conditions are met.
· The bond must be paid in full upon completing the Agreement to the Council 
· [bookmark: _Hlk121735823]Legal Fees will be a set fee of £1,422 upon completing the Agreement to the Council 
· In the event of the works being cancelled after the application form has been submitted an administration fee will be charged to the applicant to cover the Council’s administrative costs. 
· No refunds will be given for an agreement determined by the Council for failure to comply with the terms and conditions.
· The cash deposit must be paid to the Council before the Agreement can be completed.
· Public Liability Insurance is required for £5 million pounds.
· All applicants must be accredited under the New Roads and Street Works Act 1991.
